Install  driver for cart K8005 under Windows NT 

1) Copy the folder ‘install’ in the directory c:\,

2) Click on Setup.exe,

3) Modify path for install  « c:\K8005 »,

4) Run install.

Running under Windows NT

When running under Windows NT you must ensure that the file: k8005drv.SYS is placed in the c:\K8005 directory. This driver file must then be loaded before trying to write or read from a hardware port. In order to load the K8005drv.SYS driver; use the small driver loader program called LOADDVR.EXE which is included in the .ZIP. This file can be copied to any directory on your hard disk and executed from that .

When the loaddrv program is running, a dialog box will be displayed as shown below.

The pathname should be changed to the location of the K8005drv.SYS driver file which normally will be at:

c:\k8005\k8005drv.sys. 

The driver must first be installed using the Install button, then started, using the Start button. If the status message states the operation was successful in both of these operations the driver is installed and operating. The loader program can be closed by clicking on the OK button. From this point on the I/O hardware access will operate under Windows NT in the same way as it will under Windows 95/98
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
